Lecture Series for June and July

The following summarizes lectures for June and July by Professor Rick
Bell and General Andrew and Mrs. Jackson:

The History of Horn Springs Resort

The Buchanan Log House Annual Meeting was highlighted by an excellent
lecture by Cumberland University Professor Rick Bell on The History of Horn
Springs. Many of those in the audience witnessed first had the breath
taking cold of Horn Springs' pool during the 1950s up until it closed in the
1970s. Many never knew that such an elegant resort once thrived at this
same location beginning in the late 1890s up until the Great Depression of
1929.

Professor Bell explained how Jim Horn dug a well and hit a spring with an
unpleasant smell, i.e. we call it sulphur water. He sent the water to be
analyzed at Vanderbilt University and the analysis was happily received—
seems the water had all manner of chemicals that promoted good health.
Subsequently, Jim Horn began to grow his business by bottling the water,
building the lodge depicted in the photo above and promoting the healthy
environment of Horn Springs Resort. To quote Professor Bell: "People came
to the resort not just for the healing waters but also fo get away. Mothers
and kids would come for the summer and Dad would come by train on
weekends to visit. So many families did this it was like a reunion every year."
Rick also mentioned that Horn Springs had some pretty famous guests,
including President Harry Truman and Pulitzer Prize Winning Author, H.L.
Davis, who would not leave Horn Springs to accept his prize!

When Jim Horn died in the 1930s, his son Joseph demolished the old hotel
and the other buildings and downsized. He built a much smaller hotel with a
swimming pool (ca 1935) that catered to weekend quests by lowering the
rates and offering lunches and dances.



In ~1937, the hotel was sold to
Dr. RD. Wilkerson  who
refashioned the hotel once again
and added a miniature golf
course to the bowling, croquet
and swimming. As luck would
have it, Horn Springs Hotel was
destroyed by a fire in the 1950s
and never rebuilt.

Professor Bell had a register
from 1911 that included quests

Photo by Patsy Wright Philips 6-12-2011 Kenfucky’ and as far away as
Italy. Seems a contingent of
Wilson County folks went to Italy in 1930 and met with Benito Mussolini
staffers. Mussolini was so impressed with what he heard about Castle
Heights Military Academy, that he sent his personal guard to review the
operations and report back to the Prime Minister. The guard was a special
guest at Horn Springs for an elaborate dinner. Remember we were not at

War with Italy in 1930.

As with the Gulf Coast today, Horn Springs was THE vacation spot for
Middle Tennesseans in the first half of the 20™ Century.—Joe Cathey

Visit from General Jackson and wife Mrs. Rachel Jackson July 1 7™ 2011

were delighted by a visit
from neighbors  General
Andrew Jackson and wife
Rachel on Sunday July 17™.

The General spoke of his
childhood in the Scot-Irish
| Community of  Waxhaw,
| North Carolina and what he
{ had witnessed as a 14 year

old during the American Revolution. How he was used as a messenger by his
uncles who were actively fighting the British for America’s Independence,
and his capture by His Majesty's soldiers. He described in vivid detail the
British officer who wanted young Andrew tfo clean his boots, the resulting
blow from the officer's saber when he refused, and the scar on his forehead
he carried for the rest of his life.

Mrs. Jackson followed with a detailed description of her childhood and the
flatboat ride down the Tennessee River and up the Cumberland River with
her Father Colonel John Donelson to found Nashboro. She described how
much better her childhood was compared to Andrew's, and how she and her
family moved from Nashboro when the Indians were causing so much trouble
to a safer Kentucky home.

Both the General and Rachel spoke fondly of their courtship after her
troubling marriage to Captain Lewis Robards, who was ferribly jealous of any
man Rachel said hello fo. Rachel described how she was ordered from
Captain Robard's home and her return to her Mother in Nashville. The
General then confessed that he had not done a thorough review of the
divorce proceedings when he announced to Rachel, while visiting her in
Natchez, Mississippi that Captain Robards had divorced her, when in fact he
had not. As a devout Christian lady, the fact that she had not been divorced
and had to endure a second marriage ceremony fo the General humiliated her
she said. It was obvious from the General's body language the controversy
surrounding their marriage remained a sore point for Jackson. He deeply
resented attacks on his wife's honor. General Jackson said he fought many
duels over wagging tongues about his wife, but Charles Dickinson was the
only man Jackson said he killed in a duel. The General described how
Dickinson had been goaded into angering him by Jackson's political
opponents. In the duel, fought over a horse-racing debt and an insult to his
wife in May of 1806, the General said Dickinson shot him in the ribs before
he returned the fatal shot that took Dickinson's life.

General Jackson went on to describe his military career covering the Indian
Wars in Florida and Alabama, and his triumph at New Orleans in 1815 where
some 2000 Red Coats were killed or wounded (including 3 generals) to his
seventy-one casualties. He went on to say that it was this victory that lead
him to the Presidency; interestingly, he said he preferred to be addressed



as “General" as opposed to "President” Jackson after leaving the White
House.

Sadly, Mrs. Jackson said that she died from a broken heart from all the
dreadful things folks said about her during the General's first attempt at
the Presidency in which he won the popular vote, but lost in the House of
Representatives o John Quincy Adams. Rachel went on to say she probably
died of a heart attack in December, 1828, two weeks after her husband's
victory in the second election and two months before Jackson took office as
President. The General said he blamed John Quincy Adams for Rachel's
death because the marital scandal was brought up in the election of 1828.
He felt that this had hastened her death and he never forgave Adams.

The General and Mrs. Jackson thanked the members of the Buchanan Log
House for their hospitality and for allowing them the opportunity fo share
their stories with their neighbors.

Note: Dave McArdle & Melinda Gaines who are re-enactors brought a wealth
of knowledge on the Jackson family. They have appeared for many
Tennessee audiences and have worked with PBS on films and documentaries.
Both worked at the Hermitage, the home of the President, for eight years.
Dave also portrayed the General for Hot Springs, Ark and received rave
reviews with four front pages in three days.—Joe Cathey

e The Metro Nashville Airport Authority has transferred land adjacent
to the James Buchanan Cemetery to a developer for a parking facility.
President Whitworth and Director Joe Cathey met with the Developer
and his Architect & Engineering firm, Barge-Cauthen and Councilman
Bruce Stanley to reach an acceptable agreement for the development
that resulted in a “special” zoning category. This landuse restriction
requires the development to a parking lot. Any future proposed



changes in landuse would have to go before the Metro Council for
approval. During the meeting, the Buchanan Log House
representatives express concern that there might be unmarked
graves outside the fenced cemetery. With that in mind, Barge-
Cauthen contracted for a cultural resources survey that included a
design to locate unmarked graves. The results of the survey are not
available at this writing, but President Whitworth was assured by the
Principle Archaeologist that no graves were discovered. In addition to
the small excavator shown below, shovel tests were also performed as
part of the investigation.

A small excavator was used as part of the Brockington & Associates archaeological investigations adjacent to the James
Buchanan Cemetery. The photo at right reveals a ca 1950s water line, but no signs of human graves. July 6, 2011, photos
looking north towards Elm Hill Pike from the Buchanan Cemetery by BLH Joe Cathey.
